And there 
are 37 seats in the Legislative Council; with an across the state single electorate.  

 Legislative Assembly 

 In the Legislative Assembly, the Labor Party, with Roger Cook as Premier, 
currently hold 53 seats; really this was a “safety – covid” result last time. The Nationals 
with Shane Love as leader, have 4 seats. And, the Liberals, with Libby Mettam as leader, 
have 2 seats.  

 On Saturday 8th March 2025, I think the Nationals will pick up about six seats to 
10, and the Liberals will obtain about an extra fifteen seats to 17. This is 27. If there is a 
bigger swing, then perhaps we might get to 30 which is a majority out of 59 seats.
